Group students will 
also be met at the airport by a Stafford House representative and  
travel in the care of their nominated Group Leader.  

When students arrive they will be given a lanyard to identify them 
as a Stafford House student – this will include their name, school 
address and the emergency phone number for the centre and our 
Head Office.  This means that in an emergency students will be 
able to contact us 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.

Our centre staff are carefully selected and trained to ensure they 
provide the very best care for students. All our staff are trained in 
child safeguarding and complete a British Council online course 
prior to arrival- we also have a Designated Safeguarding Person at 
each centre.
